For reporting purpose, the Company and its subsidiaries are referred to as “the Group”. The Company has 3 subsidiaries as follows: 

Ocean Glass Trading (Shanghai) Co., Ltd., the Company’s wholly owned subsidiary, was registered and incorporated in China on September 10, 2006. The term of the subsidiary is 20 years, expiring on September 10, 2026. The subsidiary’s main objective is import and merchandising household glassware in China.

Ocean Glass Trading India Private Limited, 99.99% owned by the Company, was incorporated in India on November 20, 2013. The subsidiary’s main objective is to perform marketing activities in India. 
Crystal Clear Innovation Co., Ltd., 99.99% owned by the Company, was incorporated in Thailand on August 31, 2016. The subsidiary’s main objective is for providing research, development, and merchandising tableware products.

PANDEMIC OF CORONAVIRUS DISEASE 2019 SITUATION (COVID-19)

The Coronavirus disease 2019 pandemic is a new wave and continuing to evolve, and adversely impacting most businesses and industries as a whole. This situation may affect the results of operations of business. Nevertheless, the Group's management will continue to monitor the ongoing development and regularly assess the financial impact in respect of the valuation of assets, provisions and contingent liabilities.The management has applied the estimates and the judgements on various issues when the situation changes.

BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS


3.1
Basis for the preparation of interim financial statements 





These interim financial statements are prepared in accordance with Thai Accounting Standard No. 34 (revised 2018) Interim Financial Reporting, and the requirements of the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC). The interim financial statements are intended to provide information additional to that included in the latest annual financial statements. Accordingly, they focus on new activities, events, and situations and not intended to re-emphasis on the information previously reported. The interim financial statements should therefore, be read in conjunction with the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2020.  




The interim financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis except where otherwise disclosed in the accounting policies. 





The interim financial statements in Thai language are the official statutory financial statements of the Company. The interim financial statements in English language have been translated from the financial statements in Thai language version.

Basis for consolidation 




3.2.1
The interim consolidated financial statements are prepared by using uniform accounting policies. So that the transaction and the others event which are the same or the similar circumstances have been used the identical policies to record those transaction.  



3.2.2
Significant inter-company transactions between the Company and its subsidiaries have been eliminated.



3.2.3
The interim financial statements of an overseas subsidiary is translated into Thai Baht at the closing exchange rate as to assets and liabilities, and at monthly average exchange rates as to revenues and expenses. The resultant differences have been shown under the caption of “Translation of financial statements” in shareholders’ equity. 


3.2.4
Non-controlling interests represent the portion of profit or loss and net assets of the subsidiaries that are not held by the Company and are presented separately in the consolidated profit or loss and within equity in the consolidated statement of financial position. 


3.3 
Thai Financial Reporting Standards that become effective in the current year





During the period, the Group has adopted the revised financial reporting standards and interpretations which are effective for fiscal years beginning on or after January 1, 2021. These financial reporting standards were aimed at alignment with the corresponding International Financial Reporting Standards with most of the changes directed towards clarifying accounting treatment and providing accounting guidance for users of the standards. 
 However, COVID-19 Related Rent Concessions beyond June 30, 2021 were adjusted in the financial reporting standard No.16 lease effective from April 1, 2021. Therefore, it is permitted for the company to adopt before the effective date. Such adjustment is a relief of practice, the lessee does not necessarily have to assess that the consent to reduce the rent is a change of lease agreement or not. The consent to reduce the rent is a direct result of the Coronavirus 2019 pandemic (COVID-19) and that falls under the condition specified (revised paragraph 46 khor.2 from formerly June 30, 2021 to June 30, 2022). The recording of the consent to reduce the rent is as if “not a change of the lease”, which during the period, the Federation of Accounting Professions has issued and published in the Government Gazette.
 The adoption of these financial reporting standards does not have any significant impact on the  financial statements in the current period. 

3.4
Financial reporting standards that will become effective in the future

The Federation of Accounting Professions has issued several revised financial reporting standards and has been published in the Government Gazette, which are effective for fiscal years beginning on or after 1 January 2022. These financial reporting standards were aimed at alignment with the corresponding International Financial Reporting Standards with most of the changes directed towards clarifying accounting treatment and for some financial reporting standards, providing temporary reliefs or temporary exemptions for users.
The Group’s management is currently evaluating the impact of these standards to the financial statements in the year when they are adopted.
4.
ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND ESTIMATES
The preparation of interim financial information requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expense. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

In preparing this interim financial information, the significant judgements made by management in applying the Group’s accounting policies and the key sources of estimation uncertainty were the same as those that applied to the consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2020 
5.
RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

Enterprises and individuals that directly, or indirectly through one or more intermediaries, control, or are controlled by, or are under common control with, the Company, including holding companies, subsidiaries and fellow subsidiaries are related parties of the Company. Ocean Holding Co., Ltd. is the major shareholder of the Company as at September 30, 2021 and December 31, 2020, holding 32.82%.  The remaining 67.18% is held by individual.

On February 11, 2020, the Company has appraised the land determined by independent appraiser (American Appraisal (Thailand) Ltd.). The Company recorded the land at fair value in the amount of Baht 938 million comprising the historical cost of Baht 22 million and the gain on land revaluation of Baht 916 million. This valuation technique is market comparative method which sales prices of comparable land are in close proximity and adjusted for difference in key attributes such as property size, location and shape of land which fair value hierarchy in level 2 as described in Note 21.2.

For the nine-month period ended September 30, 2021 and 2020, the Company recorded interest as part of the cost assets of Baht 2.72 million and Baht 1.24 million, respectively. Borrowing costs are the amount of the loan for general purposes by calculating from the capitalization rate which is the weighted average of the total loans that were borrowed for general purposes at the rate of 2.89% per annum and 3.09% per annum, respectively.

The Group operates internationally and is exposed to foreign exchange risk arising from various currency exposures, primarily with respect to US Dollar. Foreign exchange risk arises from future commercial transactions, recognised assets and liabilities and net investments in foreign operations.

Entities in the Group use forward contracts, transacted with the Group’s treasury, to hedge their exposure to foreign currency risk in connection with measurement currency. The Group’s treasury is responsible for hedging the net position in each currency by using currency borrowings and external forward currency contracts.
